ELIGIBILITY: LEAGUE MEMBERS MUST BE 18 YEARS OF AGE AND OUT OF   
  HIGH SCHOOL – AND ABIDE BY ALL LEAGUE RULES 
 
REGISTRATION FEE:  $60.00 PER 2-PERSON TEAM 
     $30.00 PER SUBSTITUTE 
(Fee includes administrative costs, year end prizes, and end-of-the-year banquet at Nolo’s) 

Substitutes who pay registration fee by May 14th will be able to attend the end-of-year 
banquet and be eligible for year-end prizes. 

 
REGISTRATION DEADLINE: WEDNESDAY, MARCH 31 
 
WEEKLY FEES:  $19.00 PER PLAYER 
    $11.00 PER RVG MEMBER 
    $7.00 PER RVG EMPLOYEE 
    $3.00 goes towards weekly and end of year prizes) 
 
LEAGUE PLAY: DIVISIONS WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE NUMBER OF TEAMS.  ALL DIVISIONS 
WILL PLAY FROM THE WHITE TEES. 
 
RULES COMMITTEE: LEAGUE WILL BE RUN BY A COMMITTEE OF 3 PEOPLE 
All matches will be played with the following winter rules unless changed by committee: 
One (1) club-length will be allowed everywhere (cannot change cut of grass).  You are not allowed to 
move your ball if it rests in a sand trap, red & yellow stake hazard, or out of bounds white stake 
hazard. 
 
 
 
Out of bounds: 



“Out of bounds” is beyond the boundaries of the course or any part of the course so marked by the 
Committee. 
 
When out of bounds is defined by reference to stakes or a fence or as being beyond stakes or a fence, 
the out of bounds line is determined by the nearest inside points at ground level of the stakes or 
fence posts (excluding angled supports).  A ball is out of bounds when all of it lies out of bounds.  A 
player may stand out of bounds to play a ball lying within bounds.  Objects defining out of bounds 
such as walls, fences, stakes and railings, are not obstructions and are deemed to be fixed.  Stakes 
identifying out of bounds are not obstructions and are deemed to be fixed. 
 
If a ball is out of bounds, the player must play a ball, under penalty of one stroke, as nearby as 
possible at the spot from which the original ball was last played.   
 
Lost Ball: As per USGA rules, searching for a lost ball is limited to 5 minutes.  If a ball is not found in 
5 minutes, you must take a stroke and distance penalty! 
 
Any rule disputes will be decided by the committee.  If a dispute occurs during the match, use a 
provisional ball and discuss the dispute with the rules committee after match.  The rule committee 
decision is final. 
 
THE MATCH:   
Each team must have at least one league member present to be a LEGAL MATCH.  If only one 
member is present and unable to secure a substitute, the match is considered a one-man match and 
the other member’s score will be recorded as a forfeit (0 points). 
 
Each TEAM consists of two (2) players, a #1 man, and a #2 man, (team status), who play against the 
opposing teams player with the same status.  The #1 man is the player with the lowest handicap.  If 
both players from the same team have the same handicap, the player with the lowest actual stroke 
average will be the #1 man.   
If a team member shows up late, and misses any number of holes, he will be allowed to make up 
those holes for average only, but is ineligible to receive team or individual points for the holes missed.   
 
HANDICAP AND ADJUSTED SCORE:   
Returning RVG league members:  Your ending year 2009 handicap will be your starting handicap of 
2010. 
 
New RVG league members: Provide (3) 18-hole scorecards from any course and a handicap will be 
determined or see RVG committee. 
 
For example:  If player A (6 handicap) plays Player B (3 handicap)…Player A (6 handicap) gets a 
stroke on the 3 hardest holes on scorecard and Player B gets 0 strokes.  
 
The maximum handicap is 16. 
Handicaps for new RVG league members will be determined each week.   
Plus (+) handicaps are possible. 
 
QUADRUPLE BOGEY RULE: 
Quadruple bogey is the maximum allowed score.  If 4 over par is reached on a hole, you will pickup 
the ball and proceed to the next hole.  Maximum score allowed on par 3’s is 7, par 4’s is 8, and par 
5’s is 9.  You may concede a hole at anytime to your opponent. 
 
SCORECARD: 
We will only accept the scores on the “OFFICIAL” scorecard which will be handed into the bar at the 
end of the round.  
 
LEAGUE MATCHUPS:  THE LEAGUE WILL OPERATE IN TRIMESTERS.  The 2nd and 3rd trimester 
matchups will be determined by handicaps and/or points.   



 
LEAGUE LAYOUT:  The league will operate in 7 week trimesters.  If there are no rainouts, there will 
be a scramble played in between trimesters. 
 
INDIVIDUAL/TEAM POINTS are awarded, on each hole, to the individual with the lowest net score.  
There is one (1) point available for each hole.  If a player won every hole he would receive nine (9) 
points.  In case of a tie each player receives a half point. 
 
Individual points are added together to determine TOTAL TEAM POINTS for Team Standings.  Only 
Individual Points are used to determine Individual Standings.   
 
INDIVIDUAL AND TEAM STANDINGS AND TEAM CHAMPION: 
For individual standings, we will take the best 2 of 3 trimesters to determine champion.  Substitutes 
will be eligible for individual standings.   
 
YEAR-END PRIZE MONEY: 
To be determined based on number of teams and substitutes 
 
WEEKLY PRIZES: 
There will be Closest to the Pin prizes on both Par 3’s 
 
FORFEIT RULE: 
A forfeit occurs when both members of a team fail to appear for their match.  (A substitute can be 
used for one player).  No points will be received by the forfeiting team or individual players.  
SCORING PROCEDURE:   If a team forfeits or (1) team member is unable to secure a substitute, the 
opposing team and/or individual will receive a minimum of 5 points per individual.  If the individual’s 
score minus their handicap = 35 then individual will receive 5 points.  If score – handicap = 34, 
individual will receive 6 points.  If score – handicap = 33, individual will receive 7 points.  If score – 
handicap = 32, individual will receive 8 points.  If score – handicap = 31 or less, individual will 
receive 9 points.   
 
SINGLE PLAYER MATCH RULE: 
A league member who for any reason, does not show up for a scheduled match, and does not secure 
a substitute player can receive no individual points for that match.  His partner will play against the 
opposing teams’ player with the same status.   
 
SUBSTITUTE RULE: 
Securing a substitute is the responsibility of the absent league member or his partner.  A substitute 
list will be provided to each team.  Substitute scores will count towards the team they are substituting 
for and will count as individual points for individual championship.   The substitute must pay the 
$30.00 registration fee by May 14th to be considered for any year-end prizes.   
 
RAINOUTS/LIGHTNING: 
Rainouts will be determined by the golf committee. 
 
LEAGUE EXPULSION: 
A team or individual can only be expelled by the golf committee. 
 
SLOW PLAY RULE: 
Slow play will not be tolerated.  Be ready to hit your ball or putt when it’s your turn.  All complaints of 
slow play should be directed to the rules committee. 
 
DISPUTES/RULES COMMITTEE DECISIONS: 
All league disputes, violations, and penalties, are subject to review by the Rule Committee.  Decisions 
made by the Rules Committee are final.
